– refrigeration pipe or components are installed in a 
position where they are unlikely to be exposed to any 
substance which may corrode refrigerant contain-
ing components, unless the components are const-
ructed of materials which are inherently resistant to 
being corroded or are suitably protected against be- 
ing so corroded.

Repair and maintenance to electrical compo-
nents shall include initial safety checks and com- 
ponent inspection procedures. If a fault exists 
that could compromise safety, then no electrical 
supply shall be connected to the circuit until it 
is satisfactorily dealt with. If the fault cannot 
be corrected immediately but it is necessary 
to continue operation, an adequate temporary 
solution shall be used. This shall be reported 
to the owner of the equipment so all parties are 
advised.

– that capacitors are discharged: this shall be done
in a safe manner to avoid possibility of sparking;

Repairs to sealed components
During repairs to sealed components, all electrical 
supplies shall be disconnected from the equipment 
being worked upon prior to any removal of sealed 
covers, etc. If it is absolutely necessary to have an 
electrical supply to equipment during servicing, then 
a permanently operating form of leak detection shall 
be located at the most critical point to warn of a 
potentially hazardous situation.
Particular attention shall be paid to the following to 
ensure that by working on electrical components, the 
casing is not altered in such a way that the level of 
protection is affected. This shall include damage to 
cables, excessive number of connections, terminals 
not made to original specification, damage to seals, 
incorrect fitting of glands, etc.
– Ensure that the apparatus is mounted securely.
– Ensure that seals or sealing materials have not de- 
graded to the point that they no longer serve the pur- 
pose of preventing the ingress of flammable atmos- 
pheres. Replacement parts shall be in accordance 
with the manufacturer’s specifications.
NOTE:The use of silicon sealant can inhibit the 
effectiveness of some types of leak detection equi- 
pment. Intrinsically safe components do not have to 
be isolated prior to working on them.

The recovered refrigerant shall be returned to the 
refrigerant supplier in the correct recovery cylinder, 
and the relevant waste transfer note arranged. Do 
not mix refrigerants in recovery units and especially 
not in cylinders.
If compressors or compressor oils are to be remov- 
ed, ensure that they have been evacuated to an ac- 
ceptable level to make certain that flammable refri- 
gerant does not remain within the lubricant. The ev- 
acuation process shall be carried out prior to re- 
turning the compressor to the suppliers. Only ele- 
ctric heating to the compressor body shall be em- 
ployed to accelerate this process. When oil is drain- 
ed from a system, it shall be carried out safely.
